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Introduction
BASES High Performance Sport Accreditation (HPSA) is a specialist route to BASES accreditation for those individuals providing sport science services to high performance sport programmes

BASES re-accreditation accepts that an accredited individual has already demonstrated that they meet the knowledge, skills and understanding necessary to practice as a sport and exercise scientist at this level.

Formal re-accreditation will be required every five years. There will be a £100 fee for each application.
Re-accreditation requires the applicant to demonstrate continued delivery of services and continued development as a practitioner via the following:
· Continued application and delivery  

·    applicants must demonstrate that they continue to spend typically at least 150 hours per year on professional delivery within the domain of expertise they wish to continue being accredited for, or 4 hours a week 
· On-going record of personal development activities and subsequent reflection. 
· personal development is defined as ‘undertaking a range of learning activities through which sport and exercise scientists maintain and develop throughout their career to ensure that they retain their capacity to practice safely, effectively and legally within their evolving scope of practice’.
· A practitioner must undertake a minimum of 120 hours CPD including obtaining 20 credits, with CPD activities being undertaken in at least 4 of the 5 years. 
· Feedback from mentors/clients  

· feedback from one mentor and two clients – email addresses must be provided (in this context a mentor is a respected senior colleague who can guide and challenge an individual’s learning, development and delivery practices.  As individuals progress in their career such support will increasingly come from peers).
· While applicants will still have to formally apply for re-accreditation, they will be encouraged to use the BASES on-line system to continually log the above during the five year period, alternatively electronic submission of all the details will be required.
· Deadlines for applications are 6th January and 1st July

· BASES will contact the listed referees to secure references.  In the event of references not being received within a 3 week period, the applicant will be notified of an additional 1 week period in which references must be received.  Thereafter the application will not progress
Summary of HPSA Re-Accreditation Criteria
· A minimum of 150 hours delivery per year

· A minimum of 120 hours CPD, including 20 BASES credits
· Email addresses of 3 referees – one mentor and two clients

CPD requirements

· CPD activities carried out in four of the five years

· 120 hours of CPD 

· Applicants must

· maintain a continuous, up-to-date and accurate record of CPD activities

· demonstrate that their CPD activities are a mixture of learning activities relevant to current or future practice

· seek to ensure that their CPD has contributed to the quality of their practice and service delivery

· seek to ensure that their CPD benefits the service user

· 20 BASES credits over the five years

· presenter at a BASES workshop 

15 credits

· attendance at a BASES workshop

5 credits

· attendance at a BASES conference
5 credits per day

· presentation at a BASES conference
10 credits
· Supervised Experience Reviewer

5 credits per person
· Supervised Experience Supervisor

20 credits per person
· Activities that gain BASES credits may also be used towards accumulating the hours required.
