Minutes of the previous meeting
These were accepted a true record of the meeting held on 4 September 2008 at Brunel University.
Matters arising
There were no matters arising.
Report on the activities of BASES
J Doust gave a presentation of the activities throughout 2008/09. He highlighted that all the activities were also published in the recent annual report. The main three headings on the strategic plan for 2008-2010 were Research, evidence-based practice and distribution of knowledge / High professional standards / Represent sport and exercise sciences.  Areas of focus are listed on the back page of the annual report.

22 workshops had been held along with the Student Conference at University of Hull with 320 delegates attending and 156 presentations.  Annual Conference held at Brunel University which went very well.  2 x Emerging Researcher medals had been awarded, Career Development Scholarships x 2 available, Board Conference Awards x 6 awarded (3 x over 21 and 3 x under 21) with 41 applications being received.  A new CMS website and database has been produced, online Q&A sessions, continuation of the quarterly magazine (TSES), new accreditation and supervised experience schemes produced, new Education Officer appointed (Kate Yule), application for Health Professional Council in situ.  Current membership stands at 2742 (as of May 2009), continuing to reduce the environmental impact and have linkages with AAESS, SESNZ, BACR, ACPCR, DSEP, HEA, SkillsActive and EIS.
J Doust thanked Prof Andy Lane for all his hard work as editor of The Sport and Exercise Scientist and welcomed Dr Sarah Rowell as the new editor.  Key debate this year will be the new accreditation and supervised experience schemes and the HPC application process.   A set of FEPSAC workshops will piggyback onto the annual conference next year at Glasgow.

BASES financial statements 2008-2009
J Doust gave a presentation on the financial statements for 2008/09.  Turnover £289,350, surplus for this year £42,215 and reserves £204,762 with deferred commitments of £40,000 (these include website, free workshops for SE, completion of consultancy work for accreditation.  The Board is recommending that membership fees for 2009/10 remain at the current level for one further year. 
Student and early career development – Improved route to accreditation, Q&A sessions available, student conference each year , TSES section for students and Career Development Scholarships available x 2 each year.
Professional standards – Accredited individuals stand at 435, SE individuals 324, accredited laboratories 32 and BUES endorsed universities 24.  BASES Certified Exercise Practitioner has arrived.  Dr John Buckley is the main contact for enquiries and he said potential new members could rise to 300.  A flyer has been produced and is available on the BASES stand.  Further details will be on the website and application process available in October 2009.
Key priorities for 2009/10 – Accreditation, HPC consultation, Communication & marketing, Facilitating knowledge transfer, Relationships with external stakeholders.

Continued development of – Divisions and sub-structures, website, CPD programme, student voice, Journal of Sport Science, TSES, awards.

September 2010 – New strategic plan and consensus statements.

D Collins said only route to psychology was through a tight undergraduate course – should BASES go down the same route as BPS and take this route also.  J Doust explained that the new accreditation scheme did this.  BUES requirement plus courses within universities does add value for many students if the university tick this box.
It was highlighted that the JSS is now dated and needs to change it’s look. Accessibility should now be downloadable along with discussion forums.  E Winter stated that we do not fully appreciate how much work there is to produce the JSS.  There are extensive editorial articles with lots of editing.   The journal does aspire to be one of the leading journals for science, which is not easily achieved with 700/800 manuscripts per year.  E Winter agreed to take the observation back to the Editorial Board.
R Davison congratulated the Board for all the figures for membership.  However he has noticed that the figures have only gone up a small amount since last year.  J Doust clarified that we had a weak system to record figures and renewals therefore the figures were not a true representation.  We can now however produce more accurate figures with the new CMS database.  In the strategic plan under communications and marketing we have plans to push the numbers up and hopefully the exercise professionals will bring a new opening for us.
A Jones enquired about the honorarium for the Chair which has been ongoing for a number of years and asked if any progress had been made.  D Pearce stated that the Board had agreed to take a decision on this to park this for the future as they did not feel comfortable with the honorarium.   W Calvert one of our past non-executive officers took lead with this but we felt we could not resolve this at present.  C Hitchings would be returning to work part-time on a 0.5 role, myself will be staying on full-time, a new role taken on for Education Officer plus head office staff.  R Davison said he felt it was still important to take this forward and agreed along with C Mahoney to produce an honorarium proposal.

Action:

R Davison/ C Mahoney to produce honorarium proposal.

J Scurr acknowledged how nice it was to see a healthy number of students within the membership and asked if any awards would be targeted to students eg international travel grants.  D Pearce confirmed that currently a number of awards were given out at each student conference, 2 x career development scholarships, 6 x board grants (3 x under 21 and 3 x over 21) each year.  D Pearce agreed to liaise with the Student Advisory Group (SAG) to see what more we can put in place.  J Buckley suggested awards for demonstrations of practice in education.
A Abraham emphasised how very time consuming and a difficult process to run a conference. Willingness of the university maybe short lived and suggested that the Board may want to look at other ways of hosting a conference.  A lot of finance is involved £60/70,000 to run a successful conference.  J Doust agreed that the Board will look at this for the future.
Approval of amendments to the Code of Conduct and Rules for the Association
D Pearce announced the 2 changes to the code of conduct – this was approved.
D Pearce announced that an appeals process had been added to the Rules – this was approved.

D Pearce announced that two new committees will be formed for Awards and Accreditation.  8 x members are required for each committee – details will be available at the BASES conference stand and on the website.  Closing date 30September 2009.

J Doust awarded three Fellowship applications to Dr John Saxton, Prof Richard Davison and Prof Kevin Thompson. He also presented M Sellens and K van Someren (not present) a gift as Chairs of the Divisions and thanked them for all their hard work and support for the Association while they were in post. J Doust formally thanked A Abraham for organising an excellent conference and presented him with a gift on behalf of the Association.
Any other business
D Pearce thanked all the office staff for their hard work throughout the year.
E Winter formally acknowledged the work, time and effort that Prof Tom Reilly had done for the Journal of Sport Sciences (JSS) and consider ourselves privileged to have know him and all the work he did for the Association – he will be sadly missed.  An obituary has been included in the September issue of The Sport and Exercise Scientist.  D Pearce said that Routledge now have an award named after him – “Tom Reilly Memorial Award”.
A celebration cake was presented to highlight BASES 25th Anniversary.
