Accreditation Application FAQs
· When are the application deadlines?

Application deadlines are 1pm on 6th January and 1st July

· I have completed the old supervised experience scheme, what do I need to do to apply for Accreditation?
Please refer to all information within the Accreditation Guidelines that refers to the Pre-December 2009 SE route.  Page 8 of the guidelines shows all the documents required for an application.

· I have completed the old supervised experience scheme, do I need to re-submit all of my annual reports?

You do not need to resubmit your annual reports but if you are referring to a document a number of times on your competency profile, it is recommended that you include this within your portfolio of evidence.
· How do I complete the competency profile?

There is an example of a completed competency profile available on the BASES website, this should give you some guidance on how the document should be set out.
· Do I need to submit a case study?

A case study must be submitted as part of your application if you are applying directly for accreditation or after completing the old Supervised Experience scheme (pre-December 2009) . Page 7 of the Accreditation Guidelines provides further information on what is required.
· In what format should my application be submitted?

All supporting evidence must be sent in one readable file. The recommended process is to scan all documents into a word document and then convert this to a pdf to make it small enough to email through. If you are unable to do this then you may send a CD or memory stick containing 1 word file to the BASES office. BASES is unable to return items sent.

· My application file is very large, can I send documents separately?

If the file size of your application is extremely large, you may send the whole application in one readable file on a CD or memory stick.  This must arrive in the BASES Office by the application deadline.  Incomplete applications will not be accepted.

· I have been unable to send my application to meet the application deadline, will it be accepted?

We are unable to accept late or incomplete applications.  The application will need to be submitted for the next deadline.
