IC also stated that three non-exec directors were appointed to the Board last year - Prof Clyde Williams OBE, FBASES, Dr Bob Price OBE and Peter Cooke.
IC raised the issue of combing the student and annual conference as this was raised at last year’s AGM.  It has been agreed that the student conference will be separate for the time being as this is an extremely successful event.  This year it was held at University of Portsmouth and attracted over 300 delegates.  R Tong reiterated this as Cardiff was very successful the year before and had to turn people away.
